 What is your upbringing?

I was born in Istanbul, Turkey, in a city bridging Europe to Asia once 

called Constantinople. I was raised with traditional strong family values 

where my father was the sole decision maker. My mother was a selfless 

homemaker with an endless capacity to give herself to anyone who 

needs her. She gave up her dreams so both of her children could have 

theirs. Today she is a source of my inspiration besides my son (8 years) 

and daughter (22 months). I lost my father at a young age after a 

sudden heart attack at age 53. His death turned me into the sole bread 

winner overnight for my young brother and mom while I was still at 

graduate school. Yet my loss gave birth to a strong desire to join the 

effort finding a cure to cardiac disease.

I worked for Turkish conglomerate Eczacibasi Pharmaceutical Company 

in Istanbul which had a joint venture relationship with Proctor & 

Gamble as well as several other Fortune 500 companies. After several 

years of work, I had to quit and come to the United States to obtain 

my MBA degree at St. Louis University since my initial company did not 

support women’s requests for funds for education. I was disappointed 

that their thoughts for their women employees were limited. Yet, 

University of St Louis opened their doors to me and offered opportunity 

and support to the potential I demonstrated. I was selected for a 

women in leadership program sponsored by Bank of America and 

was also one of the recipients of the Charlotte Cohen Scholarship for 

Women MBA Students. 

 What does your business do?

Overall I have 20 years of leadership and management experience with 

global Fortune 500 companies and entrepreneurial biotech startups. 

While I was working with Nestle Purina company, my partners and 

I formed InvivoSciences LLC in 2000. Our company later moved to 

Wisconsin due to resources, conducive business climate for biotech 

startups, support of the state of Wisconsin, major medical research 

universities and WARF.

Our novel technology and 3D human tissue constructs can help 

improve human health by enabling pharmaceutical companies to 

discover novel drugs for multiple diseases without cardiac side effect. 

Cancer survivors, especially childhood cancer survivors, have fifteen 

times higher risk of developing congestive heart failure. Cancer 

chemotherapies induce a long term cardiac side effect that was not 

predicted by current drug development processes. InvivoSciences, 

LLC develops a novel drug safety screening system by which drug 

developers can accurately predict cardio toxicity of drug candidates 

based on their effects on physiological properties of human heart 

muscles reconstituted using human stem cell technology. This new and 

cost-effective safety testing will support pharmaceutical companies 

to develop an effective but safe drug rapidly and efficiently. Our 

technology and 3D cell cultures are also an alternative method to 

animal testing for cosmetic and consumer goods companies for their 

safety and efficacy studies.

How did you hear about AFFW?

I heard about AFFW when I was invited twice to the AFFW Annual 

Dinner by the legal firm of Michael Best & Friedrich, L.L.P. and later 

Godfrey and Kahn, S.C. I made my initial contributions when I learned 

about their principle values, what they represent, and leadership. 

They are not only lead by a solid group of accomplished men and 

women leaders of the community, they demonstrate endless energy 

and integrity fueled by their missions to help women and social 

justice issues by enabling and empowering women and children 

in our community. They appealed to my heart and core values and 

keep bringing me back to their events. This led me to meet on many 

occasions with Ms. Jan Gietzel who is an inspirational and strong leader 

with a word as good as gold and limitless heart.

What are the cultural differences that are most 

surprising or intriguing to you for women and girls in the 

US compared to how you were raised?

Both Turkey and US have their share of strong women, yet USA still 

provides women more opportunities in education and paths to create 

economic independence to sustain their freedom of choice. In the 

USA there are more opportunities for women to be in business, take a 

leadership role in their communities and work with their men shoulder 

to shoulder compared to Turkey. The USA has also more female role 

models who are very outspoken on human rights supported by powerful 

conscious male leaders who work with them together.
